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THE PREDICTOR: 

1. What do you think will happen?
2. What other possible outcomes are there? 
3. What do you imagine will happen? 
4. What clues does the title give you? 
5. What can you learn from the illustrations (front cover etc.)? 

OPENING QUESTIONS: 

1. Is there dialogue between the characters? 
2. Is it possible to predict the kind of story/plots/events/outcome?
3. How does the author catch your interest? 
4. How does the story begin?
5. Is someone telling the story? What perspective is it written from?


THE QUESTIONER: 

1. Why is the character behaving that way?
2. How is the character feeling? 

THE CLARIFIER: 

1. Any words that you do not understand- write down and look up their meaning. Can you now put them in a sentence? 
2. Is this story similar to anything else that you have read before?  

THE SUMMARISER: 

1. What are the main themes/ideas in the book? 
2. Can you write a setting description for the story? Can you draw a picture to coincide with this? 
3. Who are the main characters? Can you create a character web to show how they are linked? 
4. Can you summarise/order the key events? 

MOOD QUESTIONS: 

1. How does the story make you feel?
2. Do you have feelings at different times in the story? How? Why? 
3. What particular events or actions by the characters effect your feelings and make you feel sad, happy, angry, surprised, and sympathetic? Find examples in the story. 

PLOT QUESTIONS: 

1. What are the main themes/ideas in the book? 
2. Can you write a setting description for the story? Can you draw a picture to coincide with this? 
3. Can you summarise/order the key events? 
4. How could the ending be improved? 
5. Which is the high spot of the story? 
6. Was the ending predictable or unexpected? 
7. How is the main complication  resolved? 
8. Was the ending satisfactory or disappointing?
9. Are there any unexpected twists and turns in the story? 
10. How many problems/complications/challenges are there? 

CHARACTER QUESTIONS: 

1. 1.Who are the main characters? Can you create a character web to show how they are linked?  
2. How important is each character to the story? Rank the characters in order of importance. Discuss what difference it would make if any of the characters were not in it. 
3. What do you think of the main characters? Do you like or dislike any qualities or mannerisms? Do any of the characters change within the story? How? What effect does this have on the story? 
4. How are the characters described? Find examples to show their appearance/personality? 
5. Who are the main characters? What do you think of them? 
6. Are there any stock (stereotypical) characters? E.g. wicked witch/school bully. 
7. Do you empathise with any of the characters? Which ones?  How has the author gained your empathy? 

SETTING & STYLE QUESTIONS: 

1. Write a sentence which summa
2. How does the author catch your interest?
3. Is there any suspense in what you have read? How is it created?
4. Summarise what you have read in three sentences.
5. Is there anything about the author’s style that is distinctive/interesting/unusual?
6. Do your feelings towards the characters change as the story develops?
7. What other locations might have been used? 
8. Why has the location been chosen? 
9. Find some good examples of descriptive or figurative language. 
10. What examples can you find of passive and active verbs? Why does the author choose to use them? 
11. Find three powerful verbs. 
12. Does the author use figurative questions effectively? (adjectives, adverbs, similes, metaphors and onomatopoeia)
13. How does the author make use of literary devices such as narrative voice, formal or colloquial language, flashback, sentence structures, repetition, punctuation?
